From Mazda archives 
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After a four year absence from 
the market, Mazda previewed 
the future of the rotary engine 
with the gorgeous RX-Vision 
concept last year in Tokyo. 
More recently, Mazda filed a 
new patent with the U.S. Pat-
ent Office that reveals designs 
for the next generation of the 
companyôs famous rotary 
power train. 

Unlike Mazdaôs bygone rotary 
engines of yore, which all ba-
sically shared a similar layout 
and design, Mazdaôs new SkyActiv-R patents reveal a major change in the essential 
packaging. Compared to Mazdaôs older rotaries, the new SkyActiv-R is rotated 180 de-
grees, with the exhaust port on the top of the engine and the intake now located on the 
bottom. 
 
This orientation change means the exhaust outlet can be shorter than before, providing 
a smaller path for exhaust gases to travel to the turbocharger, which in turn, is mounted 
on top of the exhaust port. This means the turbo produces boost faster, and Mazda can 
use larger turbochargers to, in turn, make more power. With a new intake design, the 
SkyActiv-R also is claimed to have a strange ñresident supercharging effect,ò thanks to 
a resonance effect, allowing the engine to pull in even more air. 
While the performance from the new SkyActiv-R should be strong, both Mazda and 
consumers still sting from the myriad reliability and longevity issues that plagued rotary 
engines in the past. With a clean-sheet design and the advancement of technology, 
hopefully we will see a rotary engine that improves on the reliability of Wankels from 
the past. 
 
No word on production timeline expectations, but seeing as 2018 marks the 
40th anniversary of the Mazda RX-7, we are crossing our fingers weôll see a production 
model debut sometime in 2017.
